Domestic tourism in Kazakhstan: trends, opinions on problems and difficulties, development
prospects

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to study the state of the tourism industry in Kazakhstan, to show the problems
that limit its development and fo develop initiatives to achieve the competitiveness of the industry. The
following were used: qualitative research method - expert interviews with specidlists; quantitative method
- statistical analysis of data, conducting a questionnaire survey, inferviews with experts on the problems of
the industry. Respondents positively assess the programs to support the tourism business. The growth of the
competitiveness of the industry is shown; affer the pandemic, domestic and inbound tourism indicators have
recovered. However, the gross added value created in the tourism industries is quite small. The high cost of
domestic fravel is a consequence of the lack of competition in the tourism market. Seasonality is a serious
limitation of domestic tourism. Most tourist sites are focused on a one-time visit, therefore, the return of tourists
is low. A significant part of residents do not tfravel due to lack of financial opportunity. The relatively low level
of income of the population does not allow spending money on fravel. It is recommended to allocate more
investment, digitalize the industry, create mobile applications for tourist sites.

Introduction. With a vast territory with large
reserves of minerals and natural resources, Kazakhstan
has every opportunity to develop the tourism industry.
The unique geographical position of the country, rich
cultural and historical heritage, unique attractions
make Kazakhstan an attractive destination for tourists
from around the world. With the right use of these
advantages, the tourism and hospitality industry can
make a significant contribution to the national economy.

Accommodation facilities are considered some
of the best in Central Asia: 24 five-star, 71 four-star
and 85 three-star hotels. There are 3.6 thousand tourist
accommodation facilities in Kazakhstan: hotels (2.1
thousand units), small houses and apartments (1.1
thousand), children’s camps (120), specialized holiday
homes (84), tourist bases (53) and other types of
accommodation. There are 7 low-cost airlines (low-
costers) operating in the country [1]. Among the Central
Asian states, Kazakhstan is the largest in terms of
GDP - 60 % of the region’s total ($261.4 million).
Over the past 20 years, the inflow of foreign direct
investment into the region has amounted to $113 billion,
of which Kazakhstan received $68 billion [2]. For a
country with a population of 20 million people, this
is a good indicator.

The study examined the works of scientists and
articles by specialists, analytical reports of international
organizations devoted to tourism. In the article “Prospects
for the Development of Tourism in Kazakhstan” V.A.
Korablyov notes that despite the abundance of various
kinds of industry development programs, foreign tourists
still do not travel to Kazakhstan, there is still no radical
improvement [3]. E.A. Vechkinzova, A.S. Daribekova
consider the main problems of the industry that directly
affect the dynamics of its development, the results of the
foresight of the tourism industry of Kazakhstan are shown [4].

In the book “Recreational development of the
regions of Kazakhstan in the context of entering world
tourism: theory, strategy and practice” Duisen G.M.
considers the ratio of outgoing Kazakhstani tourists
and incoming foreigners. Through a point assessment,
he determined the tourism and recreational potential
of the country, conducted a serious analysis of the
statistics of the tourism industry [5].

In the article “Geographical prerequisites for the
development of tourism in Kazakhstan” the authors U.

Tokbergenova et al. note that for the development of
tourism, the necessary cultural, historical, geographical
and climatic conditions are sufficient, there is an
opportunity to significantly increase the share of this
industry in the country’s economy [6].

Kazakhstan’s scientists conduct a sufficient
amount of research in the tourism industry, the
results of which are published in Western journals
[7-11]. However, most articles consider tourism as
a subject of travel and attraction of tourists, and
practically do not cover the internal problems of
tourism. The problems of tourism are relevant for
academic research and practical use due to the growing
interest in travel as society develops, as well as due
to the fact that a number of industries that form
the tourism sector are mutually dependent on this
industry (transport, hotel industry, cafes, restaurants,
etc.). That is why the authors chose the analysis of
trends in the development of domestic tourism in
Kazakhstan as the subject of their research.

The purpose of the article is to study the state of
the tourism industry in Kazakhstan, show the problems
that limit its development and develop initiatives to
achieve the competitiveness of the industry.

Objectives: 1) to examine the dynamics and
trends of domestic tourism in Kazakhstan; 2) to study
the opinions of domestic and foreign tourists about
the industry; 3) to develop proposals for improving
domestic tourism in the country.

Materials and methods. First of all, the research
methodology was defined, i.e. what methods to use when
collecting information, what approaches are needed to
study the opinions of tourists, what tools to use when
analyzing the data obtained. It was thought out how to
collect, analyze and interpret information to achieve the
goals set in the article. The main questions that need
to be answered are formulated: what problems and
difficulties exist on the way to achieving competitiveness
of the tourism industry of Kazakhstan, what initiatives
will make tourism in Kazakhstan popular.

When interviewing experts, specialists in the field
of tourism industry of the Republic of Kazakhstan (tour
operators, travel agencies, places of accommodation
and food, associations), a qualitative research method
was used, i.e. what problems worry the mass consumer
of tourism services. Information was also collected
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through remote interviews with representatives of
travel companies, local authorities in the regions.

The quantitative research method was used in
the statistical analysis of the database of the website
of the National Bureau of Statistics of the Agency
for Strategic Planning and Reforms of the Republic
of Kazakhstan, the Ministry of Tourism and Sports,
Kazakh Tourism, DAMU, and the eQonaq analytical
module. Data from the collection “Main indicators of
tourism development in the Republic of Kazakhstan
in 2003-2023” were used. The designs and plans of
the State Program for the Development of the Tourism
Industry of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2019-2025,
materials of the Concept for the Development of the
Tourism Industry of the Republic of Kazakhstan for
2023-2029 were studied. The study used data from the
World Tourism Organization (UNWTO), the World
Tourism and Travel Council (WTTC) on the global
competitiveness of the tourism industry of Kazakhstan.

Primary and secondary data for the study of
specific tourism products and innovations in the tourism
business could be gleaned from the websites of travel
agencies in the country. The authors of the study visited
some of them, cooperation was established in the
development of educational programs, preparation
of projects, holding competitions and Olympiads.
Then the collected information was analyzed, the
current strategy for the development of the industry
was studied, what projects are being implemented,
what hinders their effective implementation.

The researchers thought out the tools for collecting
data, in this case a questionnaire survey, interviews,
conversations with experts about the problems of the
industry. As part of the research under the grant of the
Rector of the Academy of Sports and Tourism, sample
questionnaires were developed: questionnaire Nel to
study opinions on domestic tourism; questionnaire Ne2 on
the opinion of foreigners about tourism in Kazakhstan;
questionnaire Ne3 - the opinion of Kazakhstanis on
outbound tourism, as well as interview questions.
An electronic version of the questionnaires in Excel
format was compiled.

A list of organizations for the survey and interview
was preliminarily compiled, as well as a list of tour
operators and travel agencies with which the Academy
maintains relations as employers and cooperates in the
development of educational programs. The questionnaire
survey was conducted among representatives of a
specific target group: the respondents were people
with experience of traveling in Kazakhstan. The survey
used the Computer-assisted Web Interview (online
survey) technique.

The authors had the opportunity to conduct a
comparative analysis of the research results, since KTA,

NCE “Atameken”, the company Freedom Finance
Global also conduct a study of opinions on domestic
tourism, they have qualified specialists. The difference
is that the list of questions from these organizations
did not fully meet the objectives we set: we were
interested in the institutional and economic problems
of the industry, the legislative and legal side, the social
status and income of tourists from the point of view
of whether they can afford a full and decent vacation
in their country. Our survey is more focused on taking
into account professional opinion.

To assess the reliability of the data, a comparison was
made of how much the results we obtained correspond to
the objectives and whether they are distorted in relation
to the actual state of the industry. The authors observed
ethical standards, such as protecting confidentiality
in a questionnaire survey, an interview, which was
conducted with the consent of the participants. During
the survey, it turned out that there is a fairly large
category of people who have not traveled even within
the country. In the future, the authors intend to deepen
the research and find out the reasons why people do
not travel.

The authors used the specified research methods
to ensure the systematic nature of the industry study
process and to substantiate the reliability of the
results. The study allowed improving the potential
for collecting, analyzing data and statistics related to
tourism, applying them to develop tourism products,
and improving tourism policy.

Results. Currently, domestic tourism in Kazakhstan
is considered a key tool for economic development,
foreign exchange inflow, increased employment and
strengthening of national identity. The implementation
of programs aimed at supporting the tourism industry,
improving infrastructure, popularizing historical
and cultural monuments and preserving natural
parks stimulates growing interest in domestic travel.
Understanding the potential and challenges in this
area is important for the formation of a sustainable
tourism sector that can provide long-term benefits for
the economy and society.

According to the World Economic Forum’s Travel
and Tourism Development Index in 2023, Kazakhstan
ranked 52nd out of 119 countries; in the previous
ranking, it ranked 66th out of 117 countries [12]. High
scores were received for the following indicators: price
competitiveness (2nd place), socio-economic effect
of tourism (5), natural (30) and cultural resources
(48), as well as human capital and labor market (43),
tourism infrastructure and service (47).

It should be noted that after Covid-2019, the
number of domestic tourists increased due to a decrease
in outbound: 9.6 million in 2023 compared to 6.7
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million in 2019 [13, 14]. Inbound tourism began
to recover: 9.2 million foreigners entered in 2023
compared to 8.5 million in 2019. Since 2023, the rate
of outbound tourism has begun to increase, but the

low quality and high price of domestic services still
have an impact. The majority of visitors - 8.1 million
people - stayed in hotels and other accommodations
(Table 1).

In regional terms, the largest number of trips were
made to the Turkestan region - 894 thousand, followed
by the Almaty region - 830 thousand. Residents of
Astana capital city made 797 thousand trips [1, 15]. In
terms of domestic tourism, the most popular are Almaty
city (visited by 1.045 million) and Astana (visited by
881 thousand). In 2023, the fewest domestic trips were
made to Ulytau (only 28.5 thousand), North Kazakhstan
(163.4 thousand) and Atyrau (166.4 thousand) regions.

Revenues from tourism activities make up a
significant share of the budget of developed countries.
In Kazakhstan, these revenues in 2023 amounted to
$ 1.5 billion, the industry employs 5.2 % of all those
working in the economy [15]. Gross added value created
in the tourism industries in Kazakhstan’s GDP in 2023,
amounted to 4.4 %. According to statistics, there were
3914 accommodation facilities in the country, with
83883 rooms. Approximately 70 % are standard rooms
and, unfortunately, 14 % are rooms without amenities.
The one-time capacity of all rooms is 205.2 thousand
beds.

According to a survey by Freedom Finance Global,
the average duration of domestic tourist trips in the
country is 2.6 nights. The regions whose residents
prefer to relax longer are the city of Almaty (4.1 nights),
North Kazakhstan (4.1 nights) and East Kazakhstan (4

nights) regions [16]. Our survey revealed the average
duration of trips for domestic tourism from three to
seven days. During domestic trips, about half of tourists
prefer to stay with relatives or friends.

The main purposes of domestic tourism: short-term
vacation was indicated by 76.5 %, visiting relatives -
39.2 %, regular trips, business trips - 27.2 % [16]. In
our study, we were interested in the types of recreation:
beach holidays — 29 %, hiking in the mountains, nature,
visiting natural parks — 26 %, visiting attractions,
historical sites — 24 %; spa treatment — 15 %, skiing,
winter sports — 6 %.

Our survey coincides with the data of Freedom
Finance Global in that Kazakhstanis prefer to travel
with their family (spouse, children, parents), this was
indicated by more than half of the respondents [16].
About 28 % of compatriots prefer to travel with friends
and acquaintances, 25 % - with a partner.

The respondents responded positively to various
support programs, including information and legal
assistance in organizing the tourism business. Buying
a last-minute tour as part of an outbound tour is always
a financially profitable deal for a tourist. In addition,
outbound tourism is attractive due to the provision of
installments by second-tier banks. This initiative is
borrowed from the sphere of interest-free consumer credit,
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when installments are provided from 12 to 24 months.
If this innovation of banks and financial organizations
is extended to domestic tourism, the industry would
receive a powerful impetus for development. Today,
the lack of affordable installments/loans for domestic
tours limits the flow of domestic tourists.

To the question “How convenient and comfortable
was your vacation?” 90 % answered that everything was
good, and to the question “How convenient was your
vacation with children?” the answers were: everything
was good — 65 %, did not like it — 11 %, find it difficult
to answer — 24 % (perhaps people vacationed without
children or do not have children).

If we talk about the opinion of foreigners about the
tourism industry of Kazakhstan, it should be noted that
they are attracted to Kazakhstan: beach tourism, hiking
in the mountains, nature, visiting natural parks, skiing,
winter sports, visiting attractions, historical sites. As
disadvantages, they indicate the inaccessibility for family
holidays, they offer to form packages according to the
pricing policy. To the question “Will you recommend
your friends and acquaintances to visit / vacation in
Kazakhstan?” — 90 % wrote that they would recommend
to friends, because cultural and natural sites are of great
interest, and also hospitality, friendliness of people,
safety attract tourists.

Researchers were also interested in the opinion
of Kazakhstanis why many prefer outbound tourism.
Most of the questionnaires were collected on outbound
tourism, because until recently the number of outbound
tourists was greater than domestic tourists. To the
question “Name the countries where you or Kazakhstanis
travel most often”, the answers are as follows: 26 % -
Turkey, 21 % - UAE, 19 % - Egypt, the distribution for
other countries is not very large. The average duration
of a vacation abroad is 7 days. The main needs of
our compatriots: Beach vacation — 34 %, visiting
the country, attractions, historical sites — 29 %, spa
treatment — 24 %, hiking in the mountains, nature,
visiting natural parks — 13 %.

Interview: “Name the countries from which people
most often come to Kazakhstan” - in addition to the
CIS countries, Canada, the USA, China, South Korea,
Germany, Great Britain, France, Spain, Italy, India,
Pakistan, African countries were noted. Tourists are
attracted to Kazakhstan by: mountains, canyons, steppe,
culture, national cuisine, rural life.

Discussion. Our research coincides with the
survey data of other organizations in that the top 3
pressing problems include: poor quality of roads,
poor service and maintenance, lack of amenities in
tourist locations. In all questionnaires, the survey took
into account the age and gender of respondents. It
was found that young people indicated the following

problems: long distances, poor development of tourism
in some regions, lack of entertainment programs. Older
tourists (over 60 years old) indicated a low level of
service culture, poor condition of amenities on tourist
routes. As direct speech, we can cite the respondents’
statements: expensive, it is easier to fly abroad; high
expenses on accommodation and food; bus travel is
expensive; domestic flights are expensive; guides and
tour guides are expensive; all vacation spots have
been sold to private entities.

Today, there is virtually no competition in the
domestic tourism market, which leads to high tariffs.
As experts note, domestic businesses do not encounter
major competitors on popular tourist routes; popularity
is ensured by a constant influx of tourists, even
with negative reviews from visitors. This situation
contributes to the overpricing and maintenance of
prices for services without a significant reduction in
the number of tourists and improvement in the quality
of service. A serious limitation of domestic tourism
in Kazakhstan is seasonality. There is a low return
of tourists, since most tourist sites are focused on a
one-time visit, there are no entertainment programs,
no innovative solutions for visitors of different ages,
no discounts for repeat visits.

According to the Bureau of National Statistics,
when traveling within the country, the first place is
occupied by the purchase of various goods (clothing,
footwear, souvenirs, gifts, items of certain value: precious
metals and stones, antiques, art objects (28.5 %). The
second place is occupied by transport services (27.3
%), the third - food (22.3 %). Tourists spend only 12.2
% of their total expenses on accommodation, which
is explained by free accommodation with relatives
and friends) [1, 16]. In the regional aspect, the most
spenders are residents of Almaty (10 %), Astana (9 %)
of the total expenses spent by all residents on trips. The
top five also includes Turkestan - 8.6 %, Karaganda -
7.6 % and Almaty - 6.7 % regions. Industrial (visiting
single-industry towns, abandoned sites), event and
gastronomic tourism are not very popular.

Almost 50 % of our respondents note that the
majority of Kazakhstan residents do not travel even
within the country due to a lack of financial opportunities.
Our data confirms research into the tourism industry
in Kazakhstan conducted by Freedom Finance Global.
When studying the income level of tourists, it turned
out that 4.2 % of respondents do not have enough
money even for food; 16.5 % have enough money
only for food; 35.9 % can easily buy durable goods;
38.8 % have enough money for food and clothing;
2.8 % can afford expensive things [13, 16].

The relatively low income level of the population
does not allow spending money on travel. If we compare
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domestic tourism expenditure and nominal cash income
of citizens in 17 regions of the country, we can see that
incomes by region vary significantly (the difference
between Atyrau and Turkestan regions is 3.5 times), and
domestic tourism expenditure per person is extremely
low, except for three regions - Karaganda, Ulytau and
Astana [17, 18] (Table 2).

As you can see, the level of nominal cash income is
much higher, so why are domestic tourism expenditures
low? The fact is that people first and foremost spend on
food, clothing, utilities and medical services, children’s
education, transportation costs, etc., while tourism is
most likely in last place on the list of needs, and there
is no money left. According to the Bureau of National
Statistics of the Republic of Kazakhstan, in 2023, more
than 68 % of the population had incomes below the
median level (154 thousand tenge per month) [17].
These statistics are confirmed by our survey: 10 %
of respondents have an average income of up to 200

thousand tenge, 67 % have an income of 201 to 500
thousand tenge, 9 % have an income of 501 thousand
to 1 million tenge, and 14 % have an income of over
1 million tenge. Therefore, we believe that the main
problem of the weak development of domestic tourism
is the low income of the general population.
Almost three quarters of respondents (73.7 %)
consider the amount of 300 thousand tenge to be a
normal budget per tourist for domestic trips [16]. Our
respondents indicated average expenses for a trip
within the country for 5-7 days of up to 200 thousand
tenge — 29 % of respondents, 38 % have an income of
201 to 500 thousand tenge, and 33 % have an income
of 501 thousand tenge and above. In principle, this is
an acceptable level of expenses for trips around the
country. However, there are other everyday expenses
that are constantly becoming more expensive: prices
for food, utilities, medicines, which does not allow
for serious savings for investment goods and travel.

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Here we should touch upon one aspect. It is
necessary to carefully calculate your family budget,
plan your travel expenses and think about where to get
the missing amount. Unfortunately, most people do
not know how to plan their expenses, so they get into
debt with microcredit organizations. Analysis shows
that it is difficult for domestic tourism to compete
with last minute tours to such popular destinations as
Thailand or the UAE for 170-190 thousand tenge. In
addition, the level of service and vacation conditions
abroad are much better, the organization of vacations
is well-established.

The question arises: what should be done to
develop domestic tourism? The authors recommend
a number of innovative solutions for the development
of domestic tourism, the development of new types
of tourism products: slow tourism, tourism for people
with special needs, Digital Nomad. Probably, more
investment should be allocated, the industry should
be digitalized, mobile applications for tourist facilities
should be created. service system. In addition, it is
proposed:

- improve the organization of leisure and provide
equipment and devices for tourists;

- create innovative ethno-tours to villages, combining
them with gastronomic tourism;

- develop tourism products for visiting
underdeveloped territories (central and northern regions
of the Republic of Kazakhstan);

- promote “ideological” recreation, for example,
combine recreation with ideological content of tours
(making kumys, shubat, kurt, horseback riding, camel
riding, hiking in beautiful natural locations);

- develop new tourism products, for example,
glamping (glamping - “glamorous camping”), a format
of outdoor recreation that combines the comfort and
amenities of a hotel with the atmosphere of a traditional
camping.

In recent years, Kazakhstan has managed to achieve
tourist recognition and attract foreign tourists, as well
as increase the influx of Kazakhstanis into domestic
tourism. At the same time, weak marketing and lack
of funds to create a positive image of the country in
the global tourism market, the level of infrastructure
and inadequate quality of service in tourist locations
do not allow it to be sufficiently competitive in the
industry.

It should be assumed that domestic tourism will
develop more actively in the future, but the pace will

depend on the possibilities of financing and taxation
of business. In order to attract significant investments,
it is necessary to interest investors with preferential
taxation, favorable land lease conditions, and the key
role belongs to the state. Although the government is
taking various support measures, so far, the expectations
of citizens are not always met. The existing problems
of the industry are difficult to quickly eliminate in
order to reduce the degree of consumer dissatisfaction.
In this regard, we believe it is necessary to continue
in-depth research on the development of effective
measures to stimulate the industry and create innovative
tourism products.

Conclusions. Tourism in Kazakhstan demonstrates
competitiveness due to the growth of the flow of foreign
and domestic tourists, an increase in revenue from the
tourism business. It is noted that the competitiveness
of the tourism industry of Kazakhstan is growing,
and state support for the industry is increasing. When
considering the dynamics and trends in the development
of domestic tourism in Kazakhstan, a lack of competition
in the domestic market was established, which leads
to high prices for tourism services. In the regional
context, tourism is developing mainly in Almaty and
Astana. The seasonality of tourist facilities and low
return to the location is a problem that must be solved
in order to make Kazakhstan popular and recognizable.
It was revealed that a powerful influx of vacationers
awaits domestic tourism in the event of a significant
increase in real incomes of the population. Today,
income growth is eaten up by rising consumer prices,
inflation and the growth of the tenge exchange rate
against major world currencies. For an in-depth analysis
and determination of the prospects for the development
of the tourism industry, it is recommended to expand
the sociological survey of the general population and
interviews with specialists. initiatives to achieve the
competitiveness of the industry. The authors propose
a number of innovative solutions for the development
of domestic tourism, the development of new types
of tourism products: slow tourism, tourism for people
with special needs, Digital Nomad.

Assessment of the tourist and recreational potential of the border territories of Kazakhstan and

Development of the agro-tourism system by combining it with students’ industrial practice

Abstract. Agritourism is gaining popularity in Kazakhstan as a special driver of sustainable development of
the country’s agriculture. The purpose of the article is to show the possibility of creating an agrotourism
complex that combines agrotourism with the practice of students at the Kazakh Academy of Sports
and Tourism. The clustering method was used to analyze the main areas of agrotourism in the regions
of Kazakhstan, consider its popular types, list of services and services, and economic activities of farms.
It is noted that the agricultural sector of the region is a multidisciplinary complex where over 30 types of
agricultural crops are cultivated, 45 types of farm animals are bred and more than 35 types of processed
food products are produced. Agriculture in the region is the largest sector in ferms of employment, with
more than 54 thousand agricultural formations and 345 thousand private farms operating. The activities
of the Kazakhstan Association of Agro- and Rural Tourism are shown, its main principle is tourism based
on the local community. The main directions of agrotourism are shown: eco-farms and glamping, ethno-
villages, horse tourism and cattle ranches, yurt camps, farms for the production of growing fruits and
vegetables, etc. An algorithm of actions for creating a project of an agrotourism complex is proposed,
approximate costs for organizing agrotourism practice in Green Farming LLC are calculated.

Forming the ideal Kazakh cuisine menu for foreign tourists: local population preferences and
perspective gastronomy tourism destinations in Kazakhstan

Abstract. This study was conducted to identify the places and food and beverages that local people wish to
visit and experience for gastronomy tourism in Kazakhstan. It is believed that the study will make significant
contributions to determining Kazakhstan’s gastronomy tourism destinations. In this context, research was
conducted using the internet survey fechnique among 421 local people living in Kazakhstan. As a result of
the analysis of the obtained data, it was determined that the ideal Kazakh cuisine menu could be created
and presented to foreign tourists by local people, such as goose from the cold starter, soup with meat from
the soups, «et asu» from the main foods, «baursak» from the hot appetizers, «irimshik» from the desserts and
«kumis» from the beverages. When Kazakh cuisine is mentioned, the first food that comes o mind is «et
asu», the first drink that comes to mind is «kumus», and the first dessert that comes to mind is «zhent». The
geographical region that local people want fo visit most for gastronomy tourism in Kazakhstan is the South
Kazakhstan Region. In light of these results, useful suggestions were tried to be offered to tourism businesses,
food and beverage businesses, chefs, and researchers.

Introduction. Historically, the culinary culture of
the Kazakhs, who traditionally led a nomadic lifestyle,
has been dominated by meat and dairy products.
Various methods of preparing food and beverages
from meat and dairy in Kazakh culture have been
transmitted across generations from the past to the
present [1]. With the transition from a nomadic to
a settled lifestyle and the subsequent development
of agriculture, grain products such as wheat, millet,
corn, and rice began to be consumed, alongside the
inclusion of vegetables and fruits in the Kazakh diet
[2]. However, the incorporation of these products into
the Kazakh table does not imply a transformation of
the characteristics of the traditional nomadic Kazakh
culinary culture. With the advancement of livestock
farming first and agriculture later, the Kazakh menu
became increasingly richer and more diverse [3].

The seasonal variations in the culinary culture of
the Kazakhs were shaped not only by the ecological
conditions of their environment and economic factors
but also by their biological needs. During the winter
months, meat-based foods were predominantly consumed,
while dairy products were favored in the summer.
To withstand the challenges posed by the harsh six-
month-long winters, it became a natural necessity for
nomadic Kazakhs to rely on nutritious, high-calorie
meat and dairy products as their staple diet [4]. The
significant role of meat and dairy products in Kazakh
culinary culture, which is widely recognized in global
cuisines, enables Kazakh gastronomy to easily adapt
to global culinary trends [5].

The purpose of study: It is designed to identify
the places that local population wish to visit in order to
experience regional culinary cultures in Kazakhstan.

The objectives of the study:

- the preferences of Kazakhstan’s population
regarding food and beverages;

- to identify the prominent geographical regions
of Kazakh culinary culture in terms of gastronomy
tourism.

The development of an ideal Kazakh menu
is considered important as it contributes to the
standardization of local food and beverages as a
gastronomy tourism destination, promotes Kazakh
cuisine, and ensures that foreign tourists visiting
or planning to visit Kazakhstan can experience the
local culinary offerings. The preference for using the
local population as a sample group is based on the

assumption that they have a better understanding of
Kazakh culinary culture and possess more knowledge
about it compared to foreign tourists.

Therefore, it is evident that studies on the ideal
Kazakh menu suitable for foreign tourists are limited.
While Chernyavskaya, Kauymbayev [6] examined
the presentation of Kazakh food and beverages in a
fast-food format, Mussina [7] addressed it as a unique
factor influencing the formation of a tourism brand.
Tourists visiting Kazakhstan may wish to taste the
country’s traditional food and beverages. Hence, one
of the most crucial elements of the country’s tourism
industry is the development of an ideal Kazakh menu
that can be offered to visitors [8].

Literature review. When examining the research
results on Kazakh cuisine menus, Chernyavskaya,
Kauymbayev [6] found an increasing trend in the
number of fast-food establishments offering different
menu options in Kazakhstan. This trend is particularly
noticeable in the country’s large cities. However, the
study also concluded that one of the drawbacks of
Kazakh food production is that it takes a long time and
is often made from sour products. Therefore, it was
suggested that product diversification and differentiation
should be made in Kazakh food and beverages, and
that more Kazakh dishes should be offered in food and
beverage establishments to address the insufficiency of
offerings. Another study concluded that only 16% of
the food and beverages offered in food establishments
were of Kazakh national cuisine, while the rest were
dominated by Eastern and European cuisines, such
as Korean, Uzbek, Turkish, and Dungan [9].

Mussina [7] stated that an important national cuisine
influences the formation of a tourism brand. The research
concluded that Kazakh tourism prefers dishes such et
asu, kumus, and kazy, which hold significant places
in the Kazakh culinary menu. However, dishes such
as shubat, kurt, kuyrdak, and shelpek were identified
as less preferred by consumers. It can be said that
these highlighted dishes play an important role in the
formation of the Kazakh tourism brand.

Materials and methods. The survey technique
was used in data collection. In determining the survey
questions, Sengiil’s [10] study was utilized in line with
the purpose of the research. To ensure the content
validity of the survey form, academic experts in the
fields of gastronomy and tourism were asked to evaluate
the scale. As no structural issues were encountered
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following the expert evaluations, the survey form was
applied. In this context, the following questions will
be posed to the local population:

1. Which dishes should be included in the Kazakh
cuisine menu, such as cold appetizers, starters, main
courses, soups, side dishes (salads), desserts, and beverages?

2. What are the first foods, drinks, and desserts
that come to mind when thinking of Kazakh cuisine?

3. Which geographical region stands out in Kazakh
culinary culture for gastronomy tourism purposes?

The population residing in Kazakhstan constitutes
the universe of the study. In line with this aim, population
data from 2024 were used to ensure the representation
of the resident population in Kazakhstan. Based on
this data, a stratified sampling method was applied
according to the population proportions of the provinces,
among the 20.095.963 people living in Kazakhstan.
Accordingly, convenience sampling was used to select
participants from the resident population of 17 provinces
in Kazakhstan. A survey was conducted online with
421 selected individuals.

Since it conforms to a normal distribution, the sample
is considered sufficient to represent the population.

Descriptive statistical analysis was used in the analysis
of the findings. ChatGPT Al was used to translate the
research into English.

Results. The findings derived from the analysis
of data collected from a sample chosen from the
Kazakh population regarding the question, “What
should the ideal Kazakh cuisine menu look like?”
are as follows.

Cold appetizers: The responses of participants
to the question, “Which cold appetizers should be
included in the Kazakh cuisine menu?” are presented
in Figure 1. Participants were asked to indicate
their top three preferences from a wide selection of
cold appetizers. The most preferred cold appetizers
were determined in ranked order. As shown in the
figure, 24% of the participants selected kazy, 16
% chose shuzhuk, and 15% indicated zhaya as
their preferred cold appetizers. Accordingly, given
that meat products are predominantly consumed
in Kazakhstan, it is appropriate to include kazy,
shuzhyk, and zhaya in the Kazakh cuisine menu.
These dishes can be served as cold appetizers to
tourists visiting Kazakhstan.

Soups: The responses of participants to the
question, “Which soups should be included in the
Kazakh cuisine menu?” are presented in Figure 2.
Participants were asked to indicate their top three
preferences from a variety of soups. The most preferred
soups were ranked in order. As shown in the figure, 21
% of the participants selected meat soup, 18 % chose
Kazakh soup, and 14 % indicated naryn soup. Based
on these findings, it is observed that soups prepared
with meat products are frequently and enthusiastically
consumed in Kazakhstan, largely due to the variation
in weather conditions across different regions and the
generally cold climate. To help tourists cope with the

cold weather, it is recommended to serve the soups
most preferred by Kazakhs, meat soup, Kazakh soup,
and naryn soup, to visitors coming to Kazakhstan.
Main foods: The responses to the question
“Which main dishes should be included in the
Kazakh cuisine menu?” are presented in Figure 3.
Participants were asked to indicate their top three
preferences from a wide selection of main dishes.
The most preferred main dishes were identified
in rank order. As shown in the figure, 26 % of the
participants selected et asu, 24 % chose kuirdak,
and 16 % indicated Kazakh pilaf as their main
course. Based on these findings, it can be stated
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that Kazakhs consume dishes made with red meat,  asu, due to its preparation with authentic ingredients,
dough-based dishes, and pilaf with meat frequently = can be considered and promoted as an attractive
as main courses in their daily lives. In particular, et ~ element of gastronomy tourism.

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Hot appetizers: The responses to the question
“Which hot appetizers should be included in the Kazakh
cuisine menu?” are presented in Figure 4. Participants
were asked to indicate their top three preferences from
a wide selection of hot appetizers. The most preferred
hot appetizers were identified in rank order. As shown
in the figure, 21 % of the participants selected baursak,
18 % chose shelpek, and 14 % indicated taba nan as
their preferred hot appetizers. The abundance of wheat
cultivation and the production of high-quality flour in
Kazakhstan significantly contribute to the widespread
consumption of dough-based dishes. In this context,
it can be concluded that Kazakhs enjoy consuming
flavorful hot appetizers with great enthusiasm.

Salads: The responses to the question “Which
salads should be included in the Kazakh cuisine

menu?” are presented in Figure 5. Participants
were asked to indicate their top three preferences
from a wide selection of salads. The most preferred
salads were identified in rank order. As shown
in the figure, 34% of the participants selected
meat salad, 24 % chose fresh salad, and 17 %
indicated beet salads. The widespread breeding
of animals such as horses, camels, sheep, and
cattle in Kazakhstan ensures the availability of
affordable meat in the country. As a result, meat
products are commonly used and consumed in
almost every salad in Kazakh cuisine. This unique
characteristic of Kazakh salads may attract tourists
seeking to experience authentic salad varieties,
making Kazakhstan a potential destination for
gastronomy tourism.

Desserts: The responses to the question “Which
desserts should be included in the Kazakh cuisine
menu?” are presented in Figure 6. Participants were
asked to indicate their top three preferences from
a wide selection of desserts. The most preferred
desserts were identified in rank order. As shown in

the figure, 15 % of the participants selected irimsik,
14 % chose kaymak, and 14 % indicated talkan as
their preferred desserts. Based on these results, it
can be stated that desserts made from dairy, wheat,
and flour products hold a significant place in the
Kazakh cuisine menu.

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Beverages: The responses to the question “Which
beverages should be included in the Kazakh cuisine
menu?” are presented in Figure 7. Participants were
asked to indicate their top three preferences from a wide
selection of beverages. The most preferred beverages
were identified in rank order. As shown in the figure,
18 % of the participants selected kumis, 17 % chose
shubat, and 15 % indicated ayran as their preferred
beverages. The production of unique beverages from

the milk of various animals holds significant importance
in Kazakh gastronomy. In particular, the breeding of
animals such as horses and camels in Kazakhstan allows
for the production of authentic beverages like kumus,
shubat, and ayran, which provide a distinct advantage
for the country in terms of gastronomy tourism. It is
suggested that these beverages be modernized using
new technologies and promoted to further enhance
their appeal.

Dishes, desserts, and beverages most associated
with Kazakh cuisine: Participants’ responses to the
open-ended question “What dishes, desserts, and
beverages come to mind when you think of Kazakh
cuisine?” are presented in Figure 8. The dishes,
beverages, and desserts listed in the figure were
analyzed based on the number of responses provided

by participants. As shown in the figure, items such
as et asu, baursak, kuirdak, kumus, shubat, ayran,
zhent, irimshik, and talkan were identified as the
prominent flavors of Kazakh cuisine. These food
and beverage items can serve as key attractions for
gastronomy tourism, highlighting their cultural and
culinary significance.

Prominent gastronomy tourism regions: When
evaluating the responses to the question, “Which
geographical region stands out in Kazakh culinary
culture for the purpose of gastronomy tourism?”

as shown in Figure 9, the South Kazakhstan
region ranks first. The primary reason for the
south Kazakhstan region being ranked first is the
presence of provinces rich in culinary culture, such
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as Almaty, Zhambyl, Turkestan, and Kyzylorda,
within this area. It can be said that this region serves

as a significant attraction center for gastronomy
tours and events.

Discussion. In the context of gastronomy tourism,
the presence of appealing menus plays a crucial role
in enabling tourists to experience a country’s food and
beverages. Accordingly, based on research conducted
among the local population to determine the ideal
Kazakh cuisine menu, the following dishes have been
identified: kazy as the cold appetizer, meat soup as
the main soup, et asu as the main course, baursak as
a hot appetizer, irimshik as the dessert, meat salad as
the salad, and kumus as the beverage. When thinking
of Kazakh cuisine, the first associations are et asu as
the main dish, kumus as the beverage, and jent as
the dessert. These findings align with the results of
Chernyavskaya, Kauymbayev [6] who found that a
significant portion of the population considers traditional
Kazakh dishes, such as et asu, kuirdak, kazy, naryn,
kattama nan, baursak, and taba nan, to be essential
offerings for guests and highly appreciated. Similarly,
another study identified et asu, kumus, kazy, shubat,
kurt, shelpek, and kuirdak as the most preferred
national Kazakh dishes among tourists [7]. Regarding
gastronomy tourism, the south Kazakhstan region has
been identified as the most prominent geographical
area within Kazakh culinary culture. Additionally,
Yerdauletov [11] highlight Turkistan, Almaty, and
East Kazakhstan as key provinces for the development
of agro-gastronomy tourism and the organization of
regional tourism initiatives.

Conclusion. The findings of this study can serve as
a guide for national food and beverage establishments
in Kazakhstan in terms of menu planning and the
promotion of regional culinary products. The highlighted

food and beverage items have the potential to provide
tourists with memorable experiences and valuable
insights into Kazakh cuisine, thereby enhancing its
recognition and recall.

In line with the obtained results, highlighting the
culinary culture of these regions, which have high potential
for being visited for gastronomy tourism, is highly important
for Kazakh tourism. In this context, it is necessary for the
Ministry of Sports and Tourism, which has the authority
to plan Kazakh tourism, to establish gastronomy tourism
regions and corridors and to encourage infrastructure and
superstructure developments in the supported destinations
within these regions.

Furthermore, the key gastronomy tourism
destinations identified in this study present significant
opportunities for tourism enterprises to cater to the
gastronomy tourism demands of visitors and to facilitate
the organization of culinary tours across Kazakhstan.

Local food and beverages are essential elements
of a tourism destination. However, studies highlighting
their significance in the context of Kazakhstan’s
gastronomy tourism are limited. Therefore, this study
will make a significant contribution to the literature
by demonstrating the importance of local food and
beverages in attracting tourists to Kazakhstan and
ensuring their satisfaction.

Based on the research findings, the following
recommendations have been developed in the context of
highlighting local culinary elements to enable Kazakhstan
to utilize its gastronomic tourism potential, market
itself as a gastronomic destination, and achieve the
desired number of tourists and revenue:
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-Diversified gastronomic products should be
developed to enhance tourists’ gastronomic experiences
in Kazakhstan. For example, organizing different thematic
gastronomic tours between cities and regions, hosting
culinary-focused cultural events, and establishing
ethno-villages showcasing gastronomic products can
encourage tourists to stay longer in Kazakhstan, revisit
the country, and recommend it to others.

-To encourage first-time tourists to revisit
Kazakhstan, their satisfaction with the experience of
Kazakh food and beverages must be ensured. Kazakh
cuisine should be made attractive through experiential
marketing activities.

Guided tours for students of natural sciences at a pedagogical university

Abstract. An important component of the process of studying biological disciplines is field practice, in which
excursions to nature play a key role. To improve the quality of knowledge in the practice of pedagogical
universities, additional forms of practice-oriented learning are used and students’ knowledge of nature,
ecosystems and living organisms is expanded. The purpose of this study is o study the potential of
excursion work in the pedagogical process of the university, and to solve educational and research tasks
in field training. The main objectives of the research are to substantiate the methodological foundations
of organizing excursions to natural sites and improving knowledge, skills and abilities through biological
excursions. The authors have developed a methodological basis for the implementation of the excursion
program “Weekend routes” and the selection of natural objects for field practice in the vicinity of the
city. Based on the results of the two-year excursion work, 62 second- and third-year students of the
Biology educational program were surveyed. When analyzing five key questions to assess the quality
of knowledge, gain competencies, and identify the opportunities and potential of excursions, students
noted the importance of excursions for integrating theoretical knowledge with practical skills and noted
educational excursions as an important element of the educational process.

Development of an interactive national application for ecotourism in Ulytau Nature Park:
methodology and results

Abstract. This article is devoted to the development and evaluation of an interactive mobile application for the
development of ecotourism in the Ulytau Nature Park in Kazakhstan - a unique region with a rich cultural,
historical and natural heritage. Insufficient availability of information about tourist routes and attractions of
the park necessitated the creation of a modern ool to attract tourists and raise awareness of the region’s
potential. The study is based on a mixed methodology combining qualitative and quantitative methods.
Field research included the study of existing maps, satellite images, photo recording of historical sites and
the collection of data on biodiversity. Based on the data obtained, four tourist routes were developed
with a detailed description of each point of the object. Analog route maps were then digitized using GIS
technologies, ensuring high accuracy and detail of the data. This made it possible to create accurate
digital maps, which became the basis for an interactive mobile application. The application prototype
was developed in Figma. It includes interactive maps, detailed descriptions of tourist sites, high-resolution
photographs and a convenient navigation system. Interactive elements such as navigation buttons,
animation and the ability to zoom the map are used. Overall, the developed prototype demonstrates
significant potential for promoting ecotourism in the Ulytau Nature Park and contributes to the sustainable
development of the region.
